Information Regarding Grand Assembly 
 
Location 
We invite you to register for the 88th Session of Kansas Grand Assembly – July 10-11, 2026.  All sessions will take 
place at the Marcus Welcome Center located on the campus of Wichita State University (entrance at Mike 
Oatman Drive – the light off of 21st Street between Oliver and Hillside). 
 

Registration 
Please register by June 1.  The registration fee is $10 per person which will allow you to attend the morning session 
on Saturday, July 11 and provide you with a Grand Assembly program which will include the ads the girls have sold 
as well as our Grand Assembly issue of Chic Chat featuring articles written by the girls.  For visiting Grand Worthy 
Advisors and Grand Representatives to Kansas from other jurisdictions, the registration fee is waived. 
 

Schedule 
Friday, July 10 will be practices for the Grand Officers during the day.  Our evening will include dinner and a fun 
activity at Chicken N Pickle, 1240 N. Greenwich Rd in Wichita (transportation will be provided for the girls at no 
additional cost).  Pickle ball courts have been reserved for our group.  Everyone is welcome to purchase a ticket 
for this event (including visitors and prospects).  If you are purchasing a meal package, the ticket for this event is 
included.  If you are not purchasing a meal ticket, you can purchase a ticket for this event. 
 
All sessions will be held on Saturday, July 11 at the Marcus Welcome Center at WSU.  Due to our tight schedule, 
we will not be returning to the Hyatt between sessions. 
 
The morning session is a closed session.  Attendance by eligible persons requires a paid registration. 
 

The morning session begins at 9:30 am.  This session includes all ritualistic work including opening, formal 
introductions, love gift presentations, initiation, greeting from out-of-state guests, reports, elections, and 
closing. 

 
The afternoon session is an open session.  No paid registration is required.  Guests attending only the afternoon 
session do not need to pay a registration fee; however, a ticket can be purchased for lunch and/or dinner if you 
need these meals.  A Registration Form for Guests will need to be completed.  Guests attending only the afternoon 
session and not purchasing a meal may simply RSVP by emailing your name, jurisdiction/Masonic body, and title(s) 
to registration@ksrainbow.org.  This will help us prepare for your introduction and assure that we have a seat for 
you. 
 

The afternoon session begins at 2:00 pm (line up by 1:45 pm for those being introduced).  This session includes 
the introduction of distinguished guests, entrance/introduction of Grand Floor Officers, Bible presentation, 
presentation of flags, Grand Worthy Advisor address, service project presentation, scholarship award 
announcements, fraternal greetings, memorial service, retiring of jewels, signing of the Bible, and retiring of 
Grand Floor Officers. 
 
Immediately following the session will be the announcement of the 2026-2027 Grand Floor Officers. 
 

Installation of 2026-2027 Grand Officers will be held at a later event (currently scheduled for August 2, 2026 at 
Newton Masonic Lodge). 
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Hotel Accommodations  
Housing will be at the Hyatt Place on the campus of Wichita State University (entrance off of Oliver between 17th 
Street and 21st Street).  The rooms are $160 per night including all fees and appropriate taxes and includes 
breakfast.  Reservations and payment must be made through Kansas Grand Assembly Registration in order to 
receive this rate.  There is a maximum of 4 guests per room.  Please check in with Registration at the Marcus Center 
when you arrive to receive your hotel room keys.  Do not go to the front desk of the hotel for your keys. 
 
Please indicate on the Registration Form for Guests if you need hotel accommodations and for which night(s).  If 
you are registering as a group and need more than one room, please fill out one form per hotel room needed and 
list the names of everyone staying in each room. 
 

Meals 
Guests may purchase meal tickets for the dinner and activity on Friday evening and for lunch and dinner on 
Saturday.  The dinner and activity on Friday will be held at Chicken N Pickle, 1240 N. Greenwich Rd. in Wichita 
(transportation will be provided for the girls at no additional cost).  Lunch and dinner on Saturday will be held at 
the Marcus Welcome Center at WSU.  Please indicate on the Registration Form for Guests if you would like to 
purchase a meal package or individual meal tickets.  
 

A discounted meal package is $60 and includes all three meals plus the activity. 

If purchasing individual meals: 
The dinner and activity on Friday evening is $35. 
Lunch and dinner on Saturday are $20 per meal.
